The year for us at ARRG is made up of 
weekly, monthly even annual deadlines and 
many emergencies, which means the time 
here mainly represents ‘How much time do 
we have to get the next job done’? And so 
believe it or not, here’s the October 
newsletter and Xmas card purchasing and 
panic another deadline to print more cards. 
 
SHELTER PROGRESS REPORT 
In the last newsletter we reported our 
frustration with the slow progress. We are still 
working with council and the architect to 
acquire the necessary reports relating to land 
and the proposed use. We would like to 
thank council, Mark Smith of Running Dog 
Design (architect) for their time and help. 
 
Following a site meeting between ourselves 
and Malcolm Scott who we contacted 
regarding our need for an Environment 
Impact Study report for our DA, matters such 
as flood, ground stability and contamination, 
which could have been a problem, were 
discussed. Due to Malcolm’s assistance it 
now seems the land is sound and his report 
will be completed very soon and this should 
see our DA application on track again.   
 
Once the DA application is submitted we are 
hoping council approval will be only be a 
matter of weeks away and we can then 
continue with the next stage of building the 
shelter. 
Our enthusiasm and excitement for this goal 
has been truly tested over the last few years 
and it is obvious to us now that we had little 
knowledge in the beginning of what would be 
entailed for this project. 
Lets all hope the news will all be positive 
from here, but in the meantime I cant’ hold up 
the newsletter further, for the outcome. 
NATIONAL DESEX NETWORK 
NDN is a program of the Animal Welfare 
League QLD (AWLQLD).  Recently the NDN 
program made available a grant to approved 
organizations around the country to assist in 
with free/low cost desex of 100 female cats.  
The program identified that for a range of 
reasons some pets are not being desexed 
and with the cat pet Overpopulation crisis 
worsening in Australia some practical help is 
needed. ARRG for many years has 
advocated and offered low/free desexing for 
pets for people who need assistance to do     
 

the right thing.  
We applaud the NDN and the AWLQLD for this 
program and thank them for approving our grant 
and for their other programs such as the ‘Last 
litter fund’. When the public calls AWL with 
unwanted puppies/kittens the organization 
accepts them as long as mum dog or cat is 
desexed immediately ‘FREE’, what an initiative a 
real solution and true animal welfare work.  
 
If all large and established animal rescue groups 
and shelters followed these programs we would 
actually have a real hope of ending the shocking 
number of unwanted pets killed daily, weekly, 
yearly, because no homes can be found for them 
 
AWL has a very busy shelter and vet clinic 
operating from their facility at Coombabah Gold 
Coast. If you need more information about these

So with the NDN grant to desex 100 female cats 
and our own ongoing subsidised desexing 
program for both dogs and cats we aim to do all 
we can to reduce the number of unwanted litters 
‘Born Without Hope’.  
With the dreaded Summer cat-breeding season 
now upon us we are currently circulating posters 
for community boards to get our desex program 
message across as the papers don’t always use 
our material (pets not great news), Attached is a 
poster please put on boards, shops, for public 
viewing and this will save volunteers many hours 
of running around, thank you.  
 
Much of our work is filled with sadness and anger 
and sometimes is hard to contain, but we truly 
feel real action is now happening and many 
organizations have changed their focus of the 
never ending struggle of rehoming unwanted 
pets to effective programs that will prevent 
unwanted litters of domestic pets being born that 
will end up in shelters or pounds and killed or 
suffering abuse in uncaring homes. 
THE REAL MEANING OF ANIMAL WELFARE 
Animal Welfare programs are very needed and 
the demand for pet assistance grows from our 
local health and welfare agencies. We provide 
food, vet care and temporary pet housing for 
people during a range of personal crises.  
A recent meeting between ARRG and The 
Women’s & Children’s refuge to discuss our long 
standing support program that was formalised in 
2004 by a donation from TW&CR to ARRG a 
contribution toward the cost of pet welfare for 
their clients for which we thank Claudia @TWCR.
